One very important thing that is often overlooked (at some places) is tire pres-

sure. Driving on any tire that does not have the correct pressure is dangerous.

An underinflated tire builds up excessive heat that may result in sudden tire destruction.
Overinflating tires will reduce rolling resistance slightly, but it is not an effective way to save
fuel since it messes up a lot of other things. Overinflated tires are like bombs waiting to ex-
plode. Even tires that are not extremely overinflated have a negative effect on handling,
stopping distance and tread wear since their contact patch is smaller than it should be. This
can result in accidents--especially in inclement weather or when sudden stops or lane

These tips for saving gas have been
presented by the Car Care Council, who
reminds you that routine maintenance and
repairs will save you down the road.
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Have you ever heard someone say, “It seems like I'm always running on fumes, but I just can’t
afford to fill up.” Think again warns the Car Care Council.

Maybe you can’t afford not to keep the tank at least half full.

There’s a risk in running on empty. The reason: on a fuel injected vehicle the fuel pump,
mounted inside the gas tank, is cooled by the gasoline that surrounds it. Insufficient gas in the
tank can allow the pump to overheat. Further, if the fuel filter is dirty the pump works harder to
move the gasoline from the tank to the engine. More work, more amperage, more heat and
more wear on the fuel pump.

The bad news is that in hot weather, when gasoline returns to the tank from the hot entire
(these systems continuously reticulate fuel between the tank and the engine) its cooling
capability is diminished, further shortening the life of the pump.

Replacing a fuel pump on the typical car can cost $500 or more. All of this adds up to two
valuable bits of advice: gas up when the gauge shows half full and change the fuel filter
according to manufacturers specifications.

Reason number two not to run near empty, of course, is to reduce the danger of running out of
gas. How can you be sure you won't be stalled in traffic with the engine running and the gauge
on “E"?

Reason number three is to prevent contamination from getting into the gas line. Condensation
of moisture in the air in the gas tank causes an accumulation of water. Because water is
heavier than gasoline, it settles to the bottom of the tank, entering the gas line and eventually
working its way to the lowest point in the fuel system. Whatever moisture or sediment may be
in the tank is more likely to be drawn into the system when the tank is nearly empty. That can
cause the entire to run poorly or to stall out completely.

So remember to keep your tank full—running on empty can cause damage.

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Year after year, more vehicles fail inspection in National Car Care Month check
lanes because of low or dirty engine oil than any other discrepancy. The Council is promoting
improved maintenance habits not only checking, but also changing oil when the service is due.
It could save money and inconvenience in the long run. Dirty oil does more than accelerate
wear of precision engine parts. It also can turn to thick sludge, clogging oil passages and
preventing lubrication from reaching bearings, pistons and valve guides. An engine under
stress, such as when towing a trailer, needs clean oil for lubrication and for cooling.

In addition to lubricating and cooling, oil acts as a cleaning agent. But when it's dirty and the
filter is loaded with contaminants, none of the above can be accomplished. Dirty oil is one
reason you'll hear tapping sounds from an engine, coming from a valve lifter. It's either worn
by dirty or insufficient oil or hampered by fine particles of grit in its microscopic passages.
Remember too that the term “severe service” shown in many owner’'s manuals, refers to the
little old lady who uses her car only to drive to church on Sunday as much as the family that
tows a big boat or trailer. The little old lady’s stop and go driving and short trips can take their
toll on a car.

Another benefit of timely lube, oil and filter service is that our technicians have an opportunity
to find discrepancies lurking under the hood or under the vehicle. There's a big payoff in
discovering a leaking brake cylinder, for example, before it results in total failure of the braking
system. A seeping shock absorber or power steering component might show up only when the
car is on a lift for routine service. As the Car Care Council says, “It'll save you down the road.”
