We can
not stress enough how vital preventive maintenance is to
extending the life and reliability of your vehicle. What
are the consequences of postponing maintenance?
Many parts on your vehicle are interrelated. Ignoring
maintenance can lead to trouble: specific parts, or an
entire system, can fail. Neglecting even simple routine
maintenance, such as changing the oil or coolant, can
lead to poor fuel economy (and we all should be
concerned with that!), unreliability, or a costly
breakdown. Read on for some helpful hints to keep your
car in tip top shape!

Get Ready for Winter

Over 70 percent of motorists admit that they did not
have their cars winterized in preparation for cold
weather, according to a survey conducted by the Car
Care Council. It's not too late to prepare your vehicle
for harsh winter weather. The council recommends
the following tasks be performed: Check the coolant
(antifreeze); change oil every 3,000 miles; check the
battery and exhaust system; be certain the heater and
defroster are working properly; keep the gas tank at
least half full; check tire tread depth and tire pressure;
check to see that lights work and headlights are
properly aimed; and replace wiper blades every six
months.

Winter only magnifies existing problems like pings,
hard starts, sluggish performance or rough idling, so
make certain the engine is in peak condition. Check
the cooling system, too. Coolant should be flushed
and refilled every 2 years. The battery and exhaust
system are other “must check” items. These should be
examined using professional equipment. Make certain
the heater/defroster are working properly and keep the
gas tank at least half full. In addition to staying ready
for the road, a full fuel tank decreases the chances of
moisture forming in the gas lines and possibly freezing.

Finally, in the case of an emergency, even the most
meticulously maintained vehicle can develop problems
on the road, especially during inclement weather.
That's when an emergency kit is a good idea. Pack
items that would be needed if you got stranded for
several hours. Make sure you include: an ice scraper,
windshield de-icer, whisk broom, flashlight, blanket,
extra clothes, candle/matches, bottled water, snacks,
and a cell phone & charger. Better to be safe than
sorry.




What is your Battery's
Life Expectancy?

There are so many different types of batteries
available today, it is hard to know which one is
going to be dependable on cold mornings, or if
you leave your lights on over night. One thing
you need to consider is the age and condition of
your battery. We test your battery during each
oil change for freshness and CCA (cold cranking
amps). We also check for any corrosion on the
battery posts. If your battery test weak or there
iS excessive corrosion we suggest that you buy
a new one before the old one fails. This could
easily save you the cost of a tow or repair bill.
Another thing you need to consider is value, not
just price. The old adage “you get what you pay
for” can be very true for batteries. Beware of
products that display only ratings like Hot Crank-
ing Amps (HCA) or Cranking Amps (CA). These
products are tested at higher temperatures so
the resulting numbers seem higher. Today’s
automotive industry’s starting requirements are
based on a CCA rating. CCA (cold cranking
amps) is critical for good cranking ability while
Reserve Capacity is important because it helps
to power the vehicle’s electrical system in the
event of alternator failure. CCA shows the bat-
tery’s ability to deliver its rated amps for 30 sec-
onds at O degrees F. Reserve Capacity (RC)
tells you the battery’s “staying power”. So the
next time you start your car, think about how
reliable your battery is—will it Power Fast for
you?

Radiators should be flushed every one to two years in order to

maintain peak system performance.

When outside temperatures begin to drop, tires
should be checked at least once a month because
cold weather reduces your tire’s inflation pressure.

After
rotation, each tire’s air pressure is adjusted to the
appropriate level for its new location.
