· What is E85? 

E85 is the term for motor fuel blends of 85 percent 
ethanol and just 15 percent gasoline.  E85 is an 
alternative fuel.  Ethanol burns cleaner than gasoline; 
it is a completely renewable, domestic, 
environmentally friendly fuel that enhances the 
nation’s economy and energy dependence.  The 
differences between a FFV (flexible fuel vehicle) and 
a regular gas-only model are that in the FFV a fuel 
sensor must be added that detects the ethanol/gas 
ratio.  Ethanol contains alcohol, and alcohol fuels can 
be more corrosive than gasoline.  Therefore, any part 
that comes in contact with the fuel has been 
upgraded to be tolerant to alcohol and ethanol-
compatible.  Normally, these parts include a stainless 
steel fuel tank, fuel lines, fuel injectors, computer 
system, anti-siphon device and Teflon-lined hoses.  If 
you accidentally put E85 in 
your gas-only vehicle, 
although no problems should 
occur, it is recommended that 
only FFVs us E85.

What is E85? With the high prices of gas, you may want to 
consider having a MotorVac CarbonClean 
service done for your vehicle.

Here are a 
few:  routine work, keeping cars in the best 
possible running condition, keeping something 
working properly, trying to avoid a problem, 
taking care of your vehicle in order to prevent 
equipment breakdowns, staying on top of 
problems, slowing down the wearing out of a 
vehicle, check oil & tires,   keep up with items 
that could get us stranded.  All of those are 
great answers, and they help us to know what 
is important to you as the customer!  Here is 
the definition of maintenance from the Miriam-
Webster dictionary: 

Main*te*nance, noun 

1: the act of maintaining 

2: The upkeep of property or equipment. 

I then checked the definition of maintain: 

Main*tain, transitive verb 

1: to keep in an existing state (as of repair, 
efficiency, or validity):  preserve from 
failure or decline. 

Our intention is to do exactly what you expect 
as closely to the definitions laid out here from 
the dictionary and what you told us on the 
surveys. 

Maintenance Defined 

Your bad driving habits could be costing you at 
the fuel pump.  Following these driving tips will 
help you save money on gas. 

Easy does it.  Aggressive driving can lower 
your gas mileage by up to 33 percent. 

Be a smooth driver.  Avoid abrupt stops and 
try to keep a constant speed on the highway. 

Follow the speed limit.  Speeding is a very 
expensive way to drive.  It can lower fuel 
economy by 10 to 17 percent. 

Combine trips.  Choose the shortest route to 
your destination, and try to take care of several 
errands in one trip. 

Go easy on the A/C.  Open your windows and 
let the breeze in!  A/C can drag down your 
car’s fuel economy by 10 to 20 percent. 

Don’t be idle.  When you idle your car, its fuel 
economy crashes down to zero miles per 
gallon.  Modern cars don’t need to warm up, so 
don’t bother trying.

10 Ways Being a 
Smart Driver  

FYI—Dirty engines don’t come from fuel—dirty 
engines come from dirt in the air and not changing 
your oil regularly.  So, remember to have regular oil 
changes and have your air filter replaced. 
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Watch your foot.  Avoid resting your left foot 
on the brake while driving.  The slightest 
pressure could cause a drag that will require 
additional gas.  You’ll also wear out the brakes 
sooner. 

Don’t skimp on maintenance.  Be serious 
about auto care.  Your car’s performance 
depends on it. 

Check you tire pressure once a month.  Low 
tire pressure can cause drag which can use 
excessive amounts of fuel, as well as wear out 
your tires faster. 

Tighten that gas cap.  Gas will evaporate 
from your car’s gas tank if it has an escape.
