How often should I change my oil? 

Most manufacturers recommend changing the oil 
once a year or every 7,500 miles in cars and light 
trucks—under “ideal” circumstances.  What most of 
us think of as “normal” driving is actually considered 
“severe service” driving.  This includes frequent 
short trips (less than 10 miles, especially during 
cold weather), stop-and-go city traffic driving, 
driving in dusty conditions (gravel roads, etc.), and 
driving at sustained highway speeds during hot 
weather.  For this type of driving, which is actually 
“severe service” driving, the recommendation for 
maximum protection is to change the oil every 
3,000 miles or three to six months regardless of 
what type of driving you do. 

As an engine accumulates miles, blowby increases 
which dumps more unburned fuel into the 
crankcase which dilutes the oil.  This causes the oil 
to break down.  So, if the oil isn’t changed enough, 
you can end up with quicker wear and all the 
engine problems that come with it.

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Temperature Warning! 

Don’t Take the Risk! 

My temperature warning light is on, is 
it okay to drive the car?   

Not unless you want to risk damaging your 
engine.  When the temperature light comes on, it 
means your engine is overheating.  An engine 
should not overheat if the cooling system is 
properly filled and is working normally—even 
during hot weather or stop-and-go driving.  
Sometimes abnormal driving conditions such as 
towing a heavy trailer during hot weather may 
overload the cooling system’s capacity to control 
heat, but usually a temperature warning light 
means trouble. 

What to do:  Stop driving immediately, pull over to 
the side of the road, shut the engine off and wait 
for things to cool down.  WARNING:  Do not 
attempt to open the radiator!  Opening the cap 
could allow steam and water to blow out and burn 
you.  Wait at least a half hour for things to cool off 
before you try to open the radiator cap, and then 
do it slowly, going halfway to allow pressure to 
release, then taking it off completely.  Add water 
to the radiator if it is low.  Actually, you should add 
a 50/50 mixture of antifreeze and water, but in 
most cases antifreeze isn’t handy so you’ll just 
have to use water until you can add it later. 

If you don’t stop driving…  If you keep driving an 
engine that is overheating, it can cause serious 
damage.  The engine may start to knock, which in 
turn can cause piston, ring and head gasket 
damage.  As the internal parts of the engine 
expand from the excessive heat, clearances may 
be reduced to the point where metal-to-metal 
contact occurs.  Valve stems may gall and stick, 
and the pistons and camshaft might scuff or seize.  
Severe overheating also creates tremendous 
thermal stress in the head(s) and block.  This, in 
turn, may lead to cracking and/or warpage.  This 
is a common problem with overhead cam engines 
that have aluminum heads. 

So, if your temperature warning light comes on, 
don’t ignore it!  Also, you might want to consider 
keeping the dash area clear of pictures and 
mementos so you can see all of your warning 
lights, it could save you a lot of time, money and 
headaches.

It’s hard to give a specific time or mileage 
because the life of the filter depends on 
how much crud gets into it.  A filter that 
lasts 20 or 30,000 miles on a car that’s 
driven mostly on highways may last only a 
month or two in a rural area where the 
vehicle is driven frequently on gravel 
roads.  So what’s good for the city driver 
may not be so for it’s country cousin.        
Regardless of the mileage or time, a filter 
should be replaced before it reaches the 
point where it creates a significant 
restriction to airflow.  When exactly that 
point is reached is subject to opinion. 

A slightly dirty filter actually cleans more 
efficiently than a brand new filter.  That’s 
because the debris trapped by the filter 
element helps screen out smaller particles 
that try to get through.  But eventually 
every filter reaches the point where it 
causes enough of a pressure drop to 
restrict airflow.  Fuel economy and 
performance begin to deteriorate and get 
progressively worse until the dirty filter is 
replaced. 

When you bring your car in for routine oil 
changes we always check your air filter 
and will tell  how we think it looks and let 
you decide if you want it changed.   

How often should I  

replace my air filter? 
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Yes, but only if the leak is in a component that 
normally responds to such a product. 

Leaks that can often be sealed with an additive 
include radiator and heater core pinholes (but not 
cracks), seepage leaks around engine freeze 
plugs, thermostat, manifold and head gaskets, 
and porosity leaks in 
aluminum heads or 
blocks. 

Leaks that do not usually 
respond to additives 
include leaks in hoses, the 
water pump (around the 
shaft), or the radiator cap.  
Large cracks, cracks along outside corners or 
where hoses attach to the end tanks on the 
radiator are also very difficult to seal. 

Even if a leak is sealed by an additive, no 
manufacturer will guarantee that such a seal will 
last. Stop leak also can plug things you don’t want 
plugged.  There is a possibility of stopping the flow 
of antifreeze in the heater core (which would 
mean no heat inside your car in cold weather) and 
through the radiator, causing your car to overheat. 
Repairing or replacing the leaky component, 
therefore, is the best cure and the only one that 
will guarantee lasting results.

�  Hot temperatures will deteriorate a 
battery’s life quicker by evaporating the 
water from the electrolyte and 
corroding and weakening the positive 
grids.

Past 
statistics indicate that drivers can 
improve their gas mileage by more 
than 3 percent simply by 
keeping their tires properly 
inflated. 

�  Be penny wise.  Keep a penny handy 
and do the penny check on your tires.  
Turn the penny so Lincoln’s head is 
pointing down and insert into the tread 
of a tire.  If the tread doesn’t cover the 
head, then it’s time to replace your 
tires. 

�  As you pack up the car for a summer 
journey, remember not to overload 
your car; check the owner’s manual for 
the maximum recommended load for 
the vehicle.  An overloaded car can 
create excessive heat inside your tires, 
which can lead to tire failure.
