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Beware of Potholes!

They're back and they're BAD! Potholes have returned and hitting one with your car
can do a number on tires, wheels, steering and suspension, and alignment. To help
determine if hitting a pothole has damaged your vehicle, watch for the following
warning signs:

- Loss of control, swaying when making routine turns, bottoming-out on city streets or
bouncing excessively on rough roads. These are indicators that the steering and
suspension may have been damaged. The steering and suspension are key safety
-related systems. Together, they largely determine your car’s ride and handling.
Key components are shocks and/or struts, the steering
knuckle, ball joints, the steering rack/box, bearings,#
seals and hub units and tie rod ends.

Pulling in one direction, instead of maintaining a
straight path, and uneven tire wear. These symptoms
mean there’s an alignment problem. Proper wheel
alignment is important for the lifespan of tires and helps
ensure safe handling.

Low tire pressure, bulges or blisters on the sidewalls,
or dents in the rim. These problems will be visible and
should be checked out a soon as possible as tires are
the critical connection between your car and the road in
all sorts of driving conditions.

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When Does Your Car Need A Wheel Alignment?

How do you know if your car needs a wheel alignment? Vibrations, shimmy, and
shaking felt in the steering wheel are usually not a sign of needing an alignment. A
front end alignment, or four wheel alignment as it is commonly referred to these days
due to the fact that the rear end of some vehicles can also be adjusted, does just what
the name implies align, or line up the direction of the wheels so the vehicle is pointed
in a straight line.

Cast, camber and toe are terms used to describe the direction of the wheel in relation
to the body of the vehicle. When you bring your vehicle in for an alignment we place it
on our special alignment rack and our computer will digitally measure the direction your
tires are pointing. Depending on the direction of the tires, adjustments may need to be
made. Once the alignment is completed a second digital picture is taken of your tires
and we will show you what adjustments were made on a print-out.

Keeping your vehicle in proper alignment will extend the life of your tires and also
improve gas mileage, something we are all very sensitive to lately.

Regular tire rotation is another great way to extend the life of a tire. With regular oil
changes here, we are happy to rotate your vehicle’s tires every 6,000 miles, or every
other oil change. The majority of the stopping power of a vehicle comes from the front
brakes. A vibration or shaking that is felt in the steering wheel only when the brakes
are applied is not a front end alignment problem, but a brake problem. Make sure to
tell our technicians about the shaking that you feel in the steering wheel when you
apply the brakes. This vibration may not be felt by the technician on a quick test drive
